(a) A school district may petition the State Board of Education for
all or some of the waivers granted to an open-enrollment public charter
school that draws students from the school district.

(b) The petition for all or some of the waivers granted to an open-
enrollment public charter school that is submitted by a school district shall
include:

(1) The name of the open-enrollment public charter school that

(2) A copy of the waivers granted to the open-enrollment public
charter school; and

(3) A list of the waivers that the school district seeks to have

(4) A plan that includes without limitation the:

(A) Reasons why the school district needs the waivers;

(B) General scope of how the school district plans to use

the waivers; and

(C) Expected benefits to the school district from the

utilization of the waivers.

(c) (1) The state board shall granty—in wheole or in party or denyyin
wholeor—in party a petition for a waiver submitted by a school district

(2) The state board shall notify the superintendent of the
school district in writing ef the deeisionof the state board when the waiver

(d) If a school district receives a waiver under this section, the

school district shall submit an annual report to the Department of Education

that describes how each waiver has:
