 WHEREAS, Mr. Majors arrived in France by troop ship in 1944, where he 29 

worked in a medical unit that was part of General George Patton's 3rd Army; 30

 WHEREAS, Mr. Majors was an enlisted soldier who, to this day, can 33 

clearly recall his Army service number, the method by which soldiers at the 34 

time were identified on paperwork before the use of Social Security numbers 35 

became well-established; and 36 
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 WHEREAS, Mr. Majors has worked in the State Capitol Building since 2

 WHEREAS, Mr. Majors' kind countenance and strong faith in God make him 5 

a reassuring presence as he attends to his daily rounds; and 6
