childhood cancer with the Joshua's Wish Foundation to bringing awareness to HIV/AIDS14

through her work with the Middle Georgia Sisterhood organization, to teaching school15

children how to read by volunteering with the United Way of Central Georgia's Read United16

Campaign; and17

WHEREAS, this remarkable Georgian has established a glowing reputation of renown18

throughout Georgia for her dedication and high ideals; and19

WHEREAS, Mama Mia has won numerous awards throughout her career, including being20
