Ballantine, Henry Murr, and Katie Quinn, and the Senior Best of Fair winners were
Abdullah Ateyeh, Rithik Reddy, Vaitheesh Jaganathan, Sasha Sairajeev, and Rachel
Spaulding; and

WHEREAS, the best schools of the Junior Division are St. Francis of Assisi,
Carrithers Middle School, and North Oldham Middle School. The Senior Division
schools were Ballard High School, Eastern High School, and Valley High School;
