§ 10-704 OF THE TAX — GENERAL ARTICLE.

(E) The Department shall administer, supervise, and coordinate the Program
with the cooperation of the Department of Disabilities, the Department of Human Services,

the Governor’s Office of the Deaf and Hard of Hearing, and the Maryvland Department of
Health.
