 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 16

  (2) “AUTOMATED EXTERNAL DEFIBRILLATOR” OR “AED” HAS THE 22 

MEANING STATED IN § 13–517 OF THE EDUCATION ARTICLE. 23 
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  (3) “FIRST RESPONDER” MEANS AN INDIVIDUAL WHO: 1 

 

   (I) IS LICENSED OR CERTIFIED TO PROVIDE EMERGENCY 2 

MEDICAL SERVICES IN THE STATE UNDER § 13–516 OF THE EDUCATION ARTICLE 3 

OR HAS BEEN TRAINED IN CARDIOPULMONARY RESUSCITATION (CPR) AND AED 4 

USE BY A LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY; AND 5 

 

   (II) PROVIDES SERVICES TO AN INDIVIDUAL BEFORE THE 6 

INDIVIDUAL IS ADMITTED TO A HOSPITAL. 7 

 

  (4) “LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY” MEANS AN AGENCY THAT IS 8 

LISTED IN § 3–101(E) OF THIS TITLE. 9 

 

 (B) (1) THIS SUBSECTION DOES NOT APPLY TO A VEHICLE BEING USED BY 10 

A LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER SOLELY FOR TRANSIT PURPOSES ACROSS OR 11 

THROUGH MONTGOMERY COUNTY. 12 

 

  (2) BY OCTOBER 1, 2020, IN MONTGOMERY COUNTY, THE PATROL 13 

VEHICLE OF EACH LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER TRAINED AS A FIRST RESPONDER 14 

SHALL BE EQUIPPED WITH AN AED. 15 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 16 

October 1, 2018. 17
