 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 3

Examiners and relating to the regulation of veterinarians and any regulations promulgated 18 

under this subtitle are of no effect and may not be enforced after July 1, [2021] 2031. 19
