 (A) IN THIS SECTION, “WIRELESS COMMUNICATION DEVICE” HAS THE 17 

MEANING STATED IN § 21–1124 OF THIS ARTICLE. 18 

 

 (B) A PERSON MAY NOT USE A WIRELESS COMMUNICATION DEVICE 19 

WHILE OPERATING A TRANSIT VEHICLE. 20 

 

 (C) ANY PERSON WHO VIOLATES THIS SECTION IS GUILTY OF A 21 

MISDEMEANOR AND IS SUBJECT TO A FINE OF NOT MORE THAN $500.  22 
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 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 1 

October 1, 2013. 2
