 (B) THE ADMINISTRATION SHALL REQUIRE A CONTRACTOR OR OTHER 3 

PERSON THAT REQUIRES A WORK ZONE TO BE ESTABLISHED ON A HIGHWAY TO 4 

RETAIN THE SERVICES OF AN OFF–DUTY LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER TO 5 

MONITOR AND ASSIST IN TRAFFIC CONTROL AND ENFORCEMENT IN THE WORK 6 

ZONE WHENEVER: 7 

 

  (1) WORKERS ARE PRESENT; 8 

 

  (2) ONE OR MORE OF THE TRAVEL LANES OF THE HIGHWAY ARE 9 

CLOSED TO VEHICULAR TRAFFIC; AND 10 

 

  (3) THE SPEED LIMIT ON THE HIGHWAY THROUGH THE WORK 11 

ZONE IS 40 MILES PER HOUR OR HIGHER. 12 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 13
