(D) “COMMISSION” MEANS THE MARYLAND HEALTH CARE COMMISSION.
(E) (1) “DISPENSE” MEANS THE PROCEDURE THAT RESULTS IN THE

RECEIPT OF A PRESCRIPTION OR NONPRESCRIPTION DRUG OR DEVICE BY A
PATIENT OR THE PATIENT’S AGENT AND THAT ENTAILS:

(1) THE INTERPRETATION OF AN AUTHORIZED PRESCRIBER’S
PRESCRIPTION FOR A DRUG OR DEVICE;

(I1) THE SELECTION AND LABELING OF THE PRESCRIBED DRUG
OR DEVICE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PRESCRIPTION; AND

(Ilf) THE MEASURING AND PACKAGING OF THE PRESCRIBED

(F) “DISPENSER” HAS THE MEANING STATED IN § 21-2A—01 OF THIS TITLE.

(G) “HEALTH CARE PRACTITIONER” MEANS AN INDIVIDUAL WHO IS
LICENSED, CERTIFIED, OR OTHERWISE AUTHORIZED UNDER THE HEALTH
OCCUPATIONS ARTICLE TO PROVIDE MEDICAL SERVICES IN THE ORDINARY
COURSE OF BUSINESS OR PRACTICE OF A PROFESSION.

(H) “NCDS PRESCRIPTION DRUG” MEANS A PRESCRIPTION DRUG, AS
DEFINED IN § 21-201 OF THIS TITLE, THAT IS NOT A CONTROLLED DANGEROUS
SUBSTANCE UNDER TITLE 5, SUBTITLE 4 OF THE CRIMINAL LAW ARTICLE.

(1) “PHARMACIST” MEANS AN INDIVIDUAL WHO IS LICENSED UNDER TITLE
12 OF THE HEALTH OCCUPATIONS ARTICLE TO DISPENSE A MONITORED
PRESCRIPTION DRUG.

(J) “PRESCRIBER” MEANS A LICENSED HEALTH CARE PRACTITIONER
AUTHORIZED BY LAW TO PRESCRIBE NCDS PRESCRIPTION DRUGS.

(K) “PRESCRIBER DELEGATE” MEANS AN INDIVIDUAL WHO IS:

(1) AUTHORIZED BY A PRESCRIBER TO REQUEST OR ACCESS
PRESCRIPTION MONITORING DATA; AND

(2) EMPLOYED BY OR UNDER CONTRACT WITH THE SAME
PROFESSIONAL PRACTICE AS THE PRESCRIBER.

(L) “PRESCRIPTION INFORMATION SYSTEM” MEANS THE SYSTEM AND ANY
OTHER MEANS SELECTED BY THE COMMISSION FOR THE TRANSMISSION OF NCDS

(M) “PROGRAM” MEANS THE NCDS PRESCRIPTION RECORD SYSTEM
PROGRAM.

DELEGATE TO ACCESS THE NCDS PRESCRIPTION DRUG HISTORY OF A PATIENT,
INCLUDING DRUGS PRESCRIBED BY OTHER PRESCRIBERS.

(¢) THE COMMISSION SHALL IMPLEMENT THE PROGRAM.

(A) THE COMMISSION SHALL ESTABLISH BY REGULATION STANDARDS FOR

(2) MINIMIZE ANY ADVERSE IMPACTS OF IMPLEMENTATION ON
DISPENSERS AND PRESCRIBERS.

PRACTITIONER IS EXCLUDED FROM THE PROGRAM;

(4) THE WEBSITE THROUGH WHICH THE PATIENT MAY OPT OUT OF
PARTICIPATION IN THE PROGRAM; AND

(5) ANY INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE COMMISSION, AFTER
CONSULTATION WITH THE ADVISORY COMMITTEE.

(B) EACH DISPENSER AND PRESCRIBER SHALL PROVIDE THE
INFORMATION REQUIRED UNDER SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION BY POSTING A
SIGN IN A LOCATION CONSPICUOUS TO THE CONSUMER AT THE DISPENSER’S OR
PRESCRIBER’S PLACE OF BUSINESS AND BY OTHER APPROPRIATE METHODS.

(c) THE COMMISSION SHALL POST INFORMATION ON THE PROGRAM ON
ITS WEBSITE, INCLUDING:

(1) A DESCRIPTION OF HOW AN INDIVIDUAL CAN OPT OUT OF THE
PROGRAM; AND

(2) A LINK TO THE FORM THAT MUST BE USED BY A CONSUMER TO
OPT OUT OF THE PROGRAM LOCATED ON THE WEBSITE OF THE
STATE-DESIGNATED HEALTH INFORMATION EXCHANGE.

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(E) (1) THE TERM OF A MEMBER DESIGNATED UNDER SUBSECTION
(C)(1) OF THIS SECTION IS 4 YEARS.

(2) THE TERMS OF MEMBERS DESIGNATED UNDER SUBSECTION
(C)(1) OF THIS SECTION ARE STAGGERED AS REQUIRED BY THE TERMS PROVIDED
FOR MEMBERS OF THE ADVISORY COMMITTEE ON OCTOBER 1, 2020.

(3) AT THE END OF A TERM, A MEMBER DESIGNATED UNDER
SUBSECTION (C)(1) OF THIS SECTION CONTINUES TO SERVE UNTIL A SUCCESSOR IS
DESIGNATED AND QUALIFIES.

(4) A MEMBER WHO IS DESIGNATED AFTER A TERM HAS BEGUN
SERVES ONLY FOR THE REST OF THE TERM AND UNTIL A SUCCESSOR IS
DESIGNATED AND QUALIFIES.

(5) A MEMBER DESIGNATED UNDER SUBSECTION (C)(1) OF THIS
SECTION MAY SERVE NOT MORE THAN TWO CONSECUTIVE 4-YEAR TERMS.

(F) THE ADVISORY COMMITTEE SHALL MEET AT LEAST QUARTERLY.
(G) THE ADVISORY COMMITTEE SHALL:

(1) MAKE POLICY AND OPERATIONAL RECOMMENDATIONS TO THE
COMMISSION REGARDING THE ESTABLISHMENT AND OPERATION OF THE
PROGRAM; AND

(2) MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS REGARDING WHICH HEALTH CARE
PRACTITIONERS WHO DISPENSE OR PRESCRIBE NCDS PRESCRIPTION DRUGS
SHOULD BE EXCLUDED FROM THE PROGRAM.

(H) A MEMBER OF THE ADVISORY COMMITTEE:

(1) MAY NOT RECEIVE COMPENSATION AS A MEMBER OF THE
ADVISORY COMMITTEE; BUT

(2) IS ENTITLED TO REIMBURSEMENT FOR EXPENSES UNDER THE
STANDARD STATE TRAVEL REGULATIONS, AS PROVIDED IN THE STATE BUDGET.

(A) THE COMMISSION, IN CONSULTATION WITH THE SECRETARY, SHALL
ADOPT REGULATIONS TO IMPLEMENT THIS SUBTITLE.
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(B) BEGINNING JANUARY 1, 2021, THE COMMISSION SHALL ANNUALLY
REPORT TO THE SENATE FINANCE COMMITTEE AND THE HOUSE HEALTH AND
GOVERNMENT OPERATIONS COMMITTEE, IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 2-1257 OF THE
STATE GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, ON THE PROGRAM.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That the terms of the initial
members of the NCDS Prescription Record System Program Advisory Committee shall
expire as follows:

(1) three members in 2023;

(2) three members in 2024;

(3) three members in 2025; and
(4)  two members in 2026.

SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That:

(a) The Maryland Health Care Commission shall submit a plan for funding the
NCDS Prescription Record System Program to the General Assembly for approval.

(b) If the Maryland Health Care Commission does not submit a plan in
accordance with this section or the General Assembly does not approve a plan submitted
by the Maryland Health Care Commission on or before April 15, 2022, Sections 1 and 2 of
this Act, with no further action required by the General Assembly, shall be abrogated and
of no further force and effect.

SECTION 4. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2020.
