WHEREAS, Our wineries, grapes and grape juice provide an
annual 1.5-billion-dollar economic impact to this Commonwealth;
and

WHEREAS, Since 2010, Commonwealth wineries boasted more than
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100 award-winning entries in several national and international
wine competitions; and

WHEREAS, In light of the many successes, the Pennsylvania
Winery Association is proud to celebrate the industry during
October's "Pennsylvania Wine Month"; and

WHEREAS, This October, wine lovers can revel in the year's
bountiful harvest as many of the wineries and trails throughout
this Commonwealth are offering harvest events and celebrations;
therefore be it

RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives designate the
month of October 2023 as "Wine, Wineries and Grapes Month" in
