WHEREAS, The event encourages health and fitness awareness, fosters the value of
leading an active lifestyle among adults age 50 and over, and promotes friendship, fellowship,
and fun; now, therefore be it

hereby congratulates the organizers and participants of the 34" Annual Ocean State Senior
Olympics and encourages dl Rhode Ianders over the age of fifty to get heathy and get involved
